The Race Relations (Amendment) Act 2000 contains a number of provisions that affect the Royal College of Anaesthetists as a public body and in its role as an agent of the Specialist Training Authority. Specifically the Act outlaws race discrimination and places a general duty on the College to promote racial equality. 
As a means of monitoring the College's performance in respect of racial equality, the application form has been amended to include a Racial Monitoring Questionnaire.  Completion of this questionnaire is voluntary and if you do not do so, it will be assumed that you do not wish your racial origin to be recorded.
The new forms, which are available from the Examinations Directorate and this website should be used for any further application.
